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the Manchu-Mongolia area the Anglo-American powers endeavoured to plunge Japan into a situation of
diplomatic isolation which inevitably led to the troop withdrawal of Japan in Shandong Province. These
ignominious failures abroad not only incurred severe accusations at home against Tanaka and his
cabinet but were ultimately took as a weapon by the opposition party to bring down the Tanaka
cabinet. Conclusively Tanaka$ great ambition of making Japan take the lead in the international arena

and annex the Manchu-Mongolia area failed disastrously.

Sun Xiaojiao Family Land Distribution Perpetuity and Trust in Early Modern England

Land was the main carrier of the distribution and inheritance in early modern England. In the
process of social transformation the occupancy of a certain scale of land increasingly became the
foundation for landowners to obtain political power economic benefits and social reputation. The
creation of Perpetuity was a pre-emptive arrangement for landowners in distributing the family land
which reflected the long-term control of the future interests of the property by landowners so as to
achieve the goals of keeping the integrity of the estate maintaining the interests of the family and
taking into account the livelihood and emotions of the family members. At different historical stages
landowners adopted entail wuse and trust in family settlement to grasp family property perpetually
which contradicted with free alienation made by the Common Law. The law gradually established a rule
of prohibiting perpetuity to limit the power of landowners. The game between the two sides not only
showed the compromise and adjustment of the English law in reality but also revealed the enlightened
historical picture of the English society in the transition age. The Rule against Perpetuity has become

an indispensable provision of the English property law.

Xu Mingjie Magna Carta and Kingship in the Parliamentary Politics in Late Medieval England

It is a very prominent phenomenon in the political history of England that Magna Carta was
repeatedly confirmed by parliament up to forty-nine times between the late 13" and the early 15"
centuries. Despite the massive historiography devoted to this topic the root causes of the parliamentary
confirmations of Magna Carta have not been sufficiently explored. This paper further discusses this

issue from the perspective of the monarch which leads to a striking finding that these confirmations
